The Wise and Foolish Builders - Matthew 7: 24-27

like a wise man who built his house on the rock.  The rain came down, the streams rose, and 
the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation 
on the rock.  But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into prac-
tice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand.  The rain came down, the streams rose,

 As I watch the rain coming down in sheets and hear reports of flooding all through-
out the area, these words of Jesus easily come to mind.  They are His conclusion to His      
famous "Sermon on the Mount," recorded in Matthew 5-7. The practical simplicity of Jesus 
analogy causes us to reflect on three truths: 
 First, storms come and pound on the wise and the foolish, the righteous and the  

unrighteous alike. Jesus offers no escape clause that people of virtually every faith and       

culture seem to assume: If you are good, faithful, righteous, etc., you will somehow be magi-

cally and miraculously spared from the "storms" - the hardship, trials, and tragedies of this 

fallen world.  Conversely, it is assumed that if you are not good, faithful, righteous, etc., 

these storms will somehow specifically and personally target you.  Jesus reminds us that in 

this fallen world where each one of us is not "good, faithful, righteous, etc." (remember what 

God's Word declares, "If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in 

us."), storms come and go and pound on all people. Suffering, disease, tragedy and death 

itself have no respect for age or status.

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Yet Jesus' words contain for us a promise that is literally the key to life and peace and joy - even in the midst of world 
where such storms batter against us. The "house," or rather our individual human lives, will stand against every storm 
and every assault of the Devil himself when we build our lives on Jesus. Obedience to Jesus - allowing Jesus to confront 
us, challenge us, and convict us when we are wrong- allows His love and spirit to comfort us and hold us in every storm. 
  Second, Jesus teaches out of pure love. The world to which Jesus gave His teaching is surprisingly not that   dis-
similar to our own. There was no shortage of religions, each with no shortage of rituals, rules, and customs. There was 
no shortage of cynics, of hypocrites, of cruel and immoral people, of those who simply want to survive, of outcasts, of 
the downtrodden. Like today, there were plenty who considered themselves elite, superior to others. There were those 
who praised human wisdom, knowledge and potential and believed that these qualities held the key to the betterment 
of the world. Yet, when Jesus looks out over all humanity - then and now - God's Word says that "He had compassion 
on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd." (Matthew 9: 36)  So He teaches us 
because He loves us. He invites us to allow His words to abide in us, and promises us in love that His words will set us 
free.

because he taught as one who had authority, and not as their teachers of the law. (Matthew 7: 28-29)  Jesus, the 
unique Son of the Living God, Immanuel, God with us, has the nerve to stand before the whole human race - past,    
present, and future - and declare, "This is the Truth. This is reality. This is really what it means to live a righteous life."  
How audacious! To our culture today, which prizes individuality and diversity at all cost, for one person to say how    
others should live, as though their personal opinion mattered more than someone else's, is offensive. But to those who 
listen, who receive His words as having the authority of God Himself, Jesus promises that though the storms may come 
and beat against our bodies and souls with fierce and dreadful vengeance, we will not fall, because we have built our 
house - our lives, our morals, our understandings - on the One who came from the Father, full of Grace and Truth. 
 May you find comfort and shelter in Jesus' strong and loving arms and guidance and freedom in His teachings 
and promises.
